What is a Class Representative?

+ Set up a Facebook group for your class (optional ).

» Distribute information to your class fortnightly through email, Facebook or
handouts. This comes from the Class Rep Coordinator.

* Liaise regularly with your child's teacher to help share information specific to
your class.

= Meet twice a term with our Principal to keep up-to-date and be involved with
what's going on at school.

Is there a lot of work involved?

No! You will be given information from the Class Rep Coordinator to distribute
to your class through email, Facebook or handouts. This detail comes from the
Class Rep Coordinator, you don't need to write it!

Is there anything else you recommend?

It is up to you what you would like to do with your class. You can organise
playdates after school and holiday catch ups. You can set up coffee dates or
have parent dinners with your class.
